KATE DROHAN

Kate is the Head Coach at Northwestern University. She guided the
Wildcats to two straight semifinals at the Women’s College World
Series in 2006-07. She and her staff were named NCAA Division |
National Coaching Staff of the Year in 2006. Northwestern has won
two Big Ten titles and made seven consecutive appearances in the
NCAA National Tournament. Kate has won more than 300 games in
eight seasons and her nearly .700 winning percentage ranks her
among the top active NCAA coaches.

She was
a three-time Pac-10 Player of the Year and holds the NCAA career
home run record with 90. She was also a three-time Honda Award
finalist and member of the 1999 National Championship squad.

HEATHER TARR
Heather is the Head Coach at the University of Washington. In 2009,
she guided the Huskies to their first-ever NCAA Division | National
Championship. Also in 2009, the Huskies finished second in the PAC
10. Heather and her staff earned NCAA Dlvision | National Coaching
Staff of the Year and Pacific Region Coaching Staff of the Year honors
for the 2009 season. Heather has led the Huskies to two WCWS

appearances and produced the 2009 USA Softball Collegiate Player of
the Year and Honda Award winner.
